He
investigates these issues by drawing on ethnographic and discourse analytic methods (e.g., nexus
analysis and linguistic landscape analysis) to study the implications of language choices by
individuals who live, work, and study in multilingual settings.



He is affiliated with Swedish and international research networks. He has been a visiting
researcher at UNESCO, the University of Calgary Language Research Centre, the University of
Birmingham MOSAIC Group for Research on Multilingualism and the National Institute of
Education in Singapore, and the Education University of Hong Kong. In 2016, he was named a
Charles A. Ferguson Fellow at the Center for Applied Linguistics in Washington, DC.
